Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements & Public Session (No decisions to be taken)
The Chairman opened the Meeting at 7:15pm welcoming everyone present. Five members of the public attended the Meeting.

A request was received from representatives from the Pheasant Pub, Newport’s football team which requested permission to use the football pitch for the coming season.  The team will need new members and will look to encourage Hinstock community to join.  The pitch has recently been remarked by a groundsman from Shrewsbury Town’s Club.   The team has offered to maintain the pitch to ensure good conditions.  The Chairman asked if an arrangement for coaching local children could be made. 

Representatives from Edwards Transport attended the Meeting to outline the changes they have made to their planning application to address initial concerns and to answer any questions.  The Councillors stated general concerns over the safety of the Four Crosses junction.  Cllr Gittins asked if the company could collect and report any data to the A41 Road Safety Campaign.  

A resident queried whether the Church is in danger of closing. The Councillors informed him that a public meeting about the future of the Church will be held in the Hall on 25th September. Due to legislative restrictions, the Parish Council cannot give financial support to Churches.

To approve the Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 9th June & 7th July 2021
Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes. 
The Minutes were reviewed.  Cllr Sutherland reported that a right of way has been confirmed to the parcel of land beyond the cemetery which has been offered to the Parish Council. The Council intends to develop this as a ‘garden of contemplation’.  Councillors briefly discussed their concerns for the future of the cemetery should the Church close.  
Fields in Trust has proposed a Deed of Dedication be undertaken to protect the recreation field land. This is currently with the Solicitors to finalise.   Cllr Sutherland proposed that the land should stay in its current format, with a provision for a possible pavilion in the future, seconded by Cllr Vaughan, all agreed. 
Cllr Sutherland reconfirmed and proposed the need to engage a local handyman to undertake small ad hoc jobs for the Parish Council, preferably at a fixed hourly rate plus materials, seconded by Cllr Vaughan, all agreed. 

Cllr Gittns confirmed that the School crossing is in the ‘design’ phase of the A529 upgrade works. 

Despite a request to Highways, it was noted that the hedges at the Four Crosses junction have not yet been cut back to improve visability.  Cllr Gittins to chase.  Councillors discussed the possibility of installing some vehicle activated signs on the A41 to alert drivers of this junction.  Cllr Gittins will arrange a site visit with the Highways Engineer to discuss this and other local matters of concern.  

The work has commenced on the Jubilee Room. A Big Lottery Grant will be investigated. 

Cllr Sutherland reported that the historic flooding issue in the car park has hopefully been resolved through the clearing of a drain which removed 2.5 tonnes of debris.  A note was made to repeat this maintenance regularly.  

The fire doors in the Hall have been repaired and alarms fitted. The Memorial Hall will warn hirers not to use the doors except in an emergency and will impose a callout fee if the alarms are set off unnecessarily.

The Minutes of the 9th June 2021 Meeting were proposed as a true and accurate record by Cllr Woods, seconded by Cllr Hutchinson, all agreed.

The Minutes of the Meeting held on 7th July 2021 were proposed as a true and accurate record by Cllr Hutchinson, seconded by Cllr Farley, all agreed.
