Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of Hinstock Parish Council held on 3rd September 2025
at the Queens’ Jubilee Room, Hinstock

1. [bookmark: _Hlk128562530]Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements & Public Session (No decisions to be taken)
The Chairman welcomed everyone present and declared the Meeting open at 7:15pm.  Two members of the public attended representing Hinstock Tennis Club.  Cllr Hook was absent. 

1. To receive Declarations of Disclosable Pecuniary (or any other) Interests or Dispensation Requests 
No declarations were received. 

4	Approval of the Minutes (Local Government Act 1972, s12 p41(1))
To approve the Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of the Parish Council held on 2nd July 2025
The Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the last Meeting.  Cllr Vaughan proposed the draft Minutes to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Thomason, all agreed. Resolved. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes. 

5	Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes: 
a)	Unitary Councillor’s report – to receive
Cllr Bentley’s recent report was circulated prior to the Meeting via email.  Cllr Bentley confirmed that following the two most recent accidents on the A41 he has chased up the installation of the average speed check cameras.  The Councillors asked Cllr Bentley to request that Highways review the signage for the Four Crosses junction and to look into the installation of one or two VAS units to warn of the upcoming crossroads as per Parish Council requests. The vegetation in this area requires attention as most of the signage is obscured.

b) 	Parish Councillors’/Clerk’s reports – to receive
No reports were received. 
6	Parish Matters: 
a)	Street Lights/Maintenance and or Repairs: To enable Cllrs to report matters requiring attention
The Councillors discussed an update from the A529 project team regarding the location of the VAS unit by the Falcon.  This is to be relocated further up the Chester Road away from the Falcon. It was decided that Cllr Ashley will remove the unit and re-install it on the new post.  The removed lighting units will be handed over at an agreed time.  One light on Wood Lane needs upgrading. 
The hedge by the Church is in need of trimming.  

b)	Playground/Recreation Field
	To enable Cllrs to consider quotes for: repairs to the cycle ramps; To receive the monthly playground inspection report; To enable Cllrs to determine fee for Newport Girls’ Football Team’s hire of pitch for next season; to acknowledge annual playground inspection (September); Line marking/pitch repairs
Cllr Ashley will obtain a quote for the cycle ramp repairs. 
Cllr Ashley confirmed that the climbing frame anchor part has now been replaced. 
The missing bolt caps will be replaced by Cllr Hook.
Cllr Ashley confirmed that the overgrown vegetation and installation of dog waste removal signage will be undertaken by the Community Pay Back Team with Village Initiative. 
The pitch repairs have been completed. 


c)	Highways & Environmental Health/Services
To enable Councillors to discuss any matters requiring attention/outstanding issues:
A529 upgrade: relocation of SID

d)	Memorial Hall – report from PC	 reps following meeting 
The Hall reps reported that a new cooker hood is to be installed, the new cooker is already in place.  Bookings are looking good.  The hallway has been repainted and the exterior has been jet washed. The stage has been revamped.  The leaking exterior tap has been very kindly been repaired by a member of the parish.

e)	Tennis Club – To receive public court access details; To consider monthly rental fee 
The representatives confirmed that the Club has signed up to a booking system to permit members of the public to hire the court at a cost of £6 per person, capped at £12 per hour.  They need to source a keypad lock for the gate which will cost c£250. The nearest club to have a similar system installed is in Banbury. The Club hopes to visit to see their lock/system working.  They also aim to install a defib on site.  Action: Clerk to forward a funding request form for help to purchase a lock.  A copy of the Club’s lease agreement will be emailed to the Clerk.

f)	FIT land transfer – playground area Deed of Dedication	- update
The Clerk confirmed that the signed documents have been returned to the Solicitor. 

g)	Footpaths – to raise any matters of concern
No matters were raised. 

h)	War memorial – update on War Memorial Trust grants; Bollard request feedback
Cllr Thomason has received an acknowledgement for the receipt of his application.
FixMyStreet has acknowledged the missing bollard report.

i)	Dog fouling – Update
New signage to be installed as confirmed under previous item.

The Clerk passed information from the Valuation Office to the Chairman to consider and report back in October. 

k)	A41 Safety Campaign – to discuss recent accidents and update on average speed camera installation
