Memorial Hall 
Cllr Hutchinson reported that the boiler has been replaced out of the £10k Big Lottery Grant costing £7.5k.  The Hall would like to request a grant from the PC for an air conditioning unit for £8,770, redecoration costs for the Hall at £2,500, Ladies toilets refurb at £19,387, totalling £30,657.  Cllr Sutherland proposed that the PC agrees to this request in principle, seconded by Cllr Trow. This award would be reliant upon the PC obtaining the CiL Local grant to go towards the Jubilee Room refurbishment of £45k.

The Hall Committee has agreed to having a CCTV system installed.
