179/24	Matters arising from the Minutes not otherwise included on the agenda

180/24	Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes: 
a)	Unitary Councillor’s 
Cllr Gittins reported that he has had a positive talk with Highways regarding the A529 upgrade and is 99% certain that the work will go ahead over the summer.  The National Grid issues have now been resolved. The project requires money from various capital budgets which has delayed work from progressing.  This is a high level project and Officers have acknowledged that the condition of the road is deteriorating and have tried to progress is asap.  They are working to a deadline of the School opening in September and the Hinstock 10K. The work permits are now being applied for.  Cllr Gittins is hopeful that notification should be received within the next 3-4 weeks of a commencement date.

The Memorial Hall committee is in the process of obtaining a third quote for the ceiling ventilation work.
