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Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting Held on 2nd February 2022

Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements & Public Session 
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the February Meeting of the Parish Council declaring it open at 7:15pm.  Apologies were received from Cllr Holland and Cllr Farley. Unitary Cllr Gittins also sent apologies. Three members of the public attended the Meeting.  Two members of the Snooker Club queried what access arrangements will be in place for the Club when the works on the Jubilee Room are completed.  The Councillors outlined security measures which will be in place and booking arrangements.  The agreements for users are currently under discussion.  The utility and insurance costs will be met by the Parish Council going forward with the hope that the Room will ultimately be able to cover its own costs.

Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the last Meeting. Cllr Ashley proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Wood, all agreed. Resolved. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes.

Unitary Councillor’s reports


New recycling bins are available to order from Shropshire Council via its website.

b) Parish Councillors’ reports 

Cllr Sutherland reported that he had attended the last North Shropshire Association of Councils Meeting.  The May 2021 Elections were discussed – overall there had been a low turnout.  Cllr Sutherland raised the A41 Road Safety Campaign again.  All of the north Shropshire parishes with borders along the A41 now want to join the Campaign.  Cllr Sutherland has previously asked that John Campion, the Police and Crime Commissioner, be asked to attend one of the meetings to discuss road safety in the region.  Accident and fatality rates in the Hinstock area appear to be increasing with another accident at the Four Crosses junction a couple of weeks ago.  Cllr Sutherland proposed drafting a letter to be sent to the PCC which he will circulate for approval to all Councillors.

Playground: To receive a quote for repairs
Cllr Sutherland has arranged a meeting with a playground contractor to inspect and quote for remedial work highlighted in the annual inspection report.  He warned that repairs could be extensive.

Ways & Means Committee & Playing Field;  

No report.

Councillors discussed the area of amenity land attached to the Highfields Way development.  The development’s management company have made an initial approach to ask if the Parish Council might be willing to take the area of land over and maintain it.  Cllr Wood proposed looking into this further with the aim of taking on the land to provide additional recreation space for the village (perhaps with the proposed adult gym equipment), seconded by Cllr Trow, all agreed.  Action: to make contact with the management company to progress.  

Furthermore Cllr Sutherland was asked to make contact with the resident who previously offered 5 aside goals and to investigate whether planning permission might be needed to access the area of land behind the cemetery (which the Council is taking over) from School Bank.

c)
Highways & Environmental Health/Services
-
To enable Councillors to discuss any matters requiring attention/outstanding issues update 
Councillors noted that the Hatton Road is due to be closed for a few weeks and it will have residents only access for 2 weeks.  The Clerk reported that the request for the trees at the bottom of Chester Road near has not been responded to.  A potential buyer for a property reported missing fence panels, possibly acoustic, bordering the A41. The Clerk has queried this with Highways. 
The Clerk reported that she has updated residents in Damson Way regarding the boundary hedge ownership query following receipt of a response from Shropshire Council. 
Following a request for litter picking equipment, the Clerk reported that Shropshire Council has already supplied a team of pickers in Mill Green with equipment.  The team previously requested a trolley to transport collected litter, which was agreed to. Action: Cllr Sutherland to progress purchasing the equipment.

d)
Memorial Hall 
Cllr Sutherland reported that the building contractor is due to inspect and quote to replace the ladies lavatories in the Memorial Hall tomorrow.

a)
Jubilee Room
- to enable Cllrs to agree finishing arrangements/agreements for third party users;

Cllr Sutherland reported that the meter, supplied by Cllr Trow, is to be installed for use by the Snooker Club which will operate the new light to go over the table.  A digital door lock will be installed on the main door. Cllr Sutherland reported that he has a map of the drains around the Memorial Hall and Jubilee Room (copy to be passed to the Clerk).

Councillors agreed to create a working party group to formulate hiring arrangements for the Jubilee Room and recreation field and to discuss the ongoing maintenance requirements and utility arrangements as proposed by Cllr Ashley, seconded by Cllr Wood, all agreed. Action: to present findings at the March meeting for approval. Members involved: Cllrs Sutherland, Ashley, Trow, Hutchinson and Wood.

FIT/Transfer of land - update

Cllr Sutherland reported that he hopes the transfer will be completed within a couple of weeks.  He will chase for confirmation.

To discuss applications for handyperson on fixed hourly rate ad hoc basis

Cllr Sutherland and the Clerk will progress this item. 

e)
Strategic Objectives Plan – to enable Cllrs to review the 2019-22 document

Councillors agreed that a revised plan should include inclusive accessibility for all land and equipment.
The Clerk brought to the Council’s attention a trial community bus service being trialled by Cheswardine Parish Council in connection with North Salop Wheelers currently.  A service is operating between Soudley, Cheswardine, Chipnall and Market Drayton on a Wednesday morning, currently until after Easter (bus passes accepted).  Councillors indicated that they may wish to have a discussion with Cheswardine Parish Council and NS Wheelers about perhaps extending the service to incorporate Hinstock should there be a demand for such a service locally.  
The Clerk notified Councillors that some parish councils are looking into installing electric car charging points in village hall car parks.  

f)
Falcon Inn – ACV listing – to enable Cllrs to discuss/agree re-applying

Councillors discussed whether there was a continuing need to have the Falcon Inn registered as a Community Asset.  The Clerk will forward the paperwork to all Councillors to enable review and completion. Cllr Ashley proposed gauging local opinion before submitting the paperwork.

22/00105/FUL DEVELOPMENT PROPOSED: Change of use and conversion of existing barns, from agricultural to tourist accommodation; to provide 3no guest units, 2 small office spaces, and swimming pool and gym LOCATION: Golden Hill Farm , Goldenhill Lane, Hinstock, TF9 2NE, . OS REFERENCE: 371003 - 327034 
Councillors discussed the application and reviewed the plans.  Councillors agreed a response to state that the Parish Council is supportive of farm diversity and economic development in its Parish. The Parish Council supports this application in principle assuming that the criteria outlined in CS16 are met. However, the Parish Council would like to see permitted development rights removed and for the units to be conditioned (in perpetuity) strictly for short term holiday use only - there should be no opportunity for the dwellings to be sold on the open market (due to this area being classed in the Local Plan as Rural Countryside) or to be used as second homes. The properties should remain ancillary to the main residence. The Parish Council would like confirmation as to whether use of the swimming pool and gym facility will be restricted to guest use only or open to the wider public. Proposed by Cllr Sutherland, seconded by Cllr Wood, all agreed.
