a)	Unitary Councillor’s report – to receive report 
Cllr Bentley’s emailed report was acknowledged. He confirmed the appointment of a new 
CEO.  A request was received for a highway safety mirror for Howell Lane junction on the A41. As this has to go via the Department of Transport the cost would be in the region of £1357 (This would not be paid for by the Parish Council.)

a)	Street Lights/General Maintenance and/or Repairs

The Clerk confirmed that she will be undertaking an inventory check with Eon at the end of the month. The Councillors were asked to undertake checks at night to ensure that all lights are working to enable any necessary repairs prior to the autumn.

Cllr Ashley reported that he has received a quote for £920 + Vat to replace the part on the playground gate to ensure that it ‘self’ closes. To obtain further quotes.

Emailed request for a path from Highfields Way to the Tennis Courts:
Councillors to carry out a feasibility study and report back in June.
