Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements & Public Session 
Cllr Sutherland welcomed everyone to the Meeting and declared it open at 7:15pm. Two members of the public attended the Meeting.  Apologies were received from Cllrs Hutchinson and Holland.

A resident raised street lighting provision along the Chester Road South.  Having spoken to neighbours he reported that a general view is that additional lights would be supported if the residents are not affected.  The street lighting in this area belongs to Shropshire Council.  Lighting may help to increase awareness amongst drivers that this is a 30mph zone.  The road is part of the A529 and is included in Shropshire Council’s upgrading project. The Parish Council has arranged a meeting with the Highways Dept and WSP which is planning the upgrade work.  

The second resident made a representation requesting street lighting provision by Moat House Gardens and towards the A41 to increase pedestrian safety.  Footpath provision was also requested.  The Chairman confirmed that both of these matters have been raised with Shropshire Council along with extending the 30mph zone to include the new housing developments.  

A request was made for Shropshire Council to inspect the trees on the verge by the A41.

Cllr Gittins reported that Shropshire Council is experiencing challenges to create a balanced budget with 85% of its budget going into Adult/Social Care.  Its Government settlement confirmation is due on 17th December.  With so much of the budget being allocated to Adult/Social Care there is little left over to be allocated to other departments, such as Highways.  Raises in Council Tax are limited to 4%.  The National Insurance increase in April will be allocated to the National Health Service not to Councils for Adult/Social Care costs.
