Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting Held on 3rd November 2021 
at the Memorial Hall, Hinstock

Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements & Public Session (No decisions to be taken)
Cllr Sutherland sent his apologies which were duly accepted by the Council. The Vice Chairman, Cllr D Ashley, Chaired the Meeting.  The Meeting was declared open at 7:15pm. 
Apologies were also received from Cllrs Holland, Farley and Trow. 
One member of the public attended the Meeting who attended to discuss speed calming measures through the village. The new VAS at the bottom end of the village is not yet working. A new laptop to enable data collection is being purchased by the Parish Council.  The resident offered to assist with the charging of the batteries for the device.  He queried whether speed humps might be a possibility to slow vehicles down.   The A529 upgrade works appear to be delayed – Councillors confirmed that they have requested a site visit between WSP, Shropshire Council and the Parish Council to discuss the plans, in particular the School crossing upgrade.
A complaint was received about agricultural vehicles leaving muck on the road

The Clerk confirmed that she has requested a site visit between WSP, SC, the School and the PC to discuss this and other matters relating to the upgrade and delivery of projects funded by CiL Local.

A large pothole was reported by the Four Crosses junction. Action: Clerk to report. 
The A41 replacement bollards at each end of the village are still outstanding. Delivery was promised in the summer. Action: Clerk to chase.

Update on School crossing upgrade/A529 upgrade works
Shropshire Council has advised that it does not intend to upgrade the School crossing to a puffin as it would be inappropriate in this setting. Councillors queried why it had been costed and approved previously. Action: Clerk to request site meeting with Shropshire Council, WSP, Hinstock School and the Parish Council. 

Councillors discussed the email received regarding the change of decision relating to the delivery of the puffin crossing upgrade. Action: The Clerk was asked to put in an official complaint as proposed by Cllr Ashley, seconded by Cllr Hutchinson. All agreed.

Memorial Hall 
Cllr Hutchinson reported that a new boiler has now been fitted which will be paid for out of the Big Lottery Grant received.

Jubilee Room – update on works
Councillors discussed progress which is proceeding at a pleasing rate. Councillors discussed the use of the room as changing facilities and agreed that a booking system and charging policy must be agreed. All local groups will be invited to use the facilities. Action: Cllr Ashley proposed drafting a charging policy, seconded by Cllr Wood, all agreed. To investigate a bookings system: it was agreed that a facility via social media may be the best route to take. 
An invoice has been received from J Cornes Associates which Cllr Sutherland will be querying.  

ADF has submitted its latest claim which Cllr Sutherland has queried.  They have agreed an invoice amount which will be approved at this meeting.  Other charges to be discussed. 

Councillors discussed the provision of lockers and benches for the Jubilee Room which Cllr Sutherland has costed at in the region of £2200.  Clr Ashley, seconded by Cllr Wood, proposed a Jubilee Room Committee be formed. All agreed. 

Councillors noted very positive local feedback to the renovation/refurbishment project.
