Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of Hinstock Parish Council held on 1st April 2026
at the Queens’ Jubilee Room, Hinstock

Cllr Thomason chaired the Meeting, apologies having been received from Cllr Ashley.  Apologies were also received from Cllr Vaughan and Unitary Cllr N Bentley.
A planning consultant and clients attended the meeting to inform the Council of a revised application which they intend to submit to Shropshire Council for a change to hours of operation. An overview of the current hours and business was given. Rationale for the need to change hours of operation was given. The members of the public left the Meeting.

The Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the Meeting held on 4th February 2026. Cllr Wood proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Gee, all agreed. Resolved. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes.

Unitary Cllr Bentley’s emailed report was noted.

It was noted that the Village Initiative AGM will be held in the next couple of weeks.

a)	Street Lights/General Maintenance and/or Repairs
	To enable Cllrs to report matters requiring attention; Update on removed lighting units & return of VAS
The Clerk reported that WSP has chased the return of the units. A response is outstanding.  Village Initiative reported that the drains along School Bank are full of tarmac following the A529 upgrade works. This has been reported by the Clerk.  The Clerk has also reported that the wall along School Bank is in need of repairs. Shropshire Council is to survey it and report back.

The Clerk has requested a quote for repairs for the bus shelter. To update in May. 

To receive the monthly playground inspection report/action any remedial works
The Councillors noted receipt of the report. A few items were highlighted for which parts have been ordered.  Cllr Ashley still investigating a solution for the gate. To report in May.  A fence paling needs repairs. To take forward.

d)	Memorial Hall – report from PC	 reps 
No meeting has been held recently.  An event for the Youth Club was well attended and £500 was raised. Another event is planned to raise money for Village Initiative.

A draft lease has been circulated to Councillors for review. 

f)	FIT land transfer – Playground/car park area & Deed of Dedication/Hinstock Rec Assoc Lease – update
Cllrs Hutchinson and Ashley to organise a meeting with the remaining Hinstock Recreation Association Trustees regarding the Land Registry title deed.

No matters were raised. Cllrs Wood and Hutchinson to walk the local paths over the coming months to check they are passable.

Information regarding Shropshire Council’s devolution was noted. Also noted, and to be taken forward to May, was the Government’s English Devolution and Community Empowerment (EDCE) Bill and Governance pack which will be discussed in May.
